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NON-DISCLOSURE AND CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT

THIS NON-DISCLOSURE AND CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made the ______ day of _______________________ 202____ (“Effective Date”)
BETWEEN:

(1)
HONG KONG APPLIED SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY RESEARCH INSTITUTE COMPANY LIMITED, a company incorporated in Hong Kong, having its registered office at 5th Floor, Photonics Centre, 2 Science Park East Avenue, Hong Kong Science Park, Shatin, New Territories, Hong Kong (“ASTRI”); and

(2)
[Name of the other Party], a company incorporated in [name of the place of incorporation] having its registered office at [please insert registered office address] (“Party B”).
(ASTRI and [Party B] shall collectively be referred to as the “Parties” and a “Party” shall be construed accordingly).

WHEREAS

Each Party will: (a) disclose to the other Party certain commercially valuable, proprietary and confidential business information and trade secrets; and (b) hold such information which it receives from the other Party in the strictest confidence in accordance with this Agreement.

IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES AND COVENANTS CONTAINED IN THIS AGREEMENT AND THE DISCLOSURE OF CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION (AS DEFINED BELOW), THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1.
In this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words and expressions shall have the following meanings: 

“Authorised Parties” means, in relation to a Party, its Related Entities, employees, officers, agents and professional advisers.

“Confidential Information” means any and all information disclosed by a Party (whether before or after the Effective Date and whether in written, oral or other tangible or intangible form), including, without limitation, discoveries, ideas, inventions, technology, concepts, know-how (whether patentable or not), research, development, designs, specifications, drawings, models, samples, flow charts, data, computer programs, disks, diskettes, tapes, algorithms, software programs, source codes, marketing information, customer names, customer information (including, without limitation, customers’ personal data), technical, financial, tax or business information, intellectual property rights, patent applications, product information and trade secrets whether or not labelled as “Confidential”, which is not generally available to the public.

“Purpose” means evaluation of the technology, services, materials or goods (where applicable) provided by the Discloser with a view to entering into a possible agreement by the Parties
.

“Related Entities” means any entity which, directly or indirectly, owns, or is owned by, or is under common ownership with a Party, where ownership means at least fifty (50%) percent of the voting power of securities or interests in such entity.

2.
The receiving Party (“Recipient”) agrees and undertakes to hold the Confidential Information received from the disclosing Party (“Discloser”) as absolutely secret and in the strictest confidence and shall not at any time disclose or permit the disclosure of any of the Confidential Information to any person except to its Authorised Parties for any purpose other than the Purpose.The Parties agree that the Confidential Information disclosed by the Discloser shall only be used for the Purpose.  Further, the Recipient shall not reverse engineer, decompile or dissemble any software or technology disclosed by the Discloser.  For the avoidance of doubt, there is no obligation under this Agreement for the Parties to enter into any binding definitive agreement or any transaction.

3.
The Recipient may disclose the Confidential Information to its Authorised Parties on a need-to-know basis and only to the extent necessary for each of them to perform its duties for the Purpose.  

4.
The Recipient agrees and undertakes to comply with, and also procure that the Authorised Parties comply with, the obligations contained in this Agreement and shall exercise reasonable care in protecting the Confidential Information of the Discloser and in any event, no less than the level of care which it exercises with respect to its own confidential information.

5.
The Recipient undertakes to inform its Authorised Parties who may have access to the Confidential Information that such information should be kept in the strictest confidence and to procure undertakings from its Authorised Parties not to disclose any of the Confidential Information to any person whether during or after their employment or engagement with the Recipient.  In the event of any breach by any of its Authorised Parties of any undertakings as to non-disclosure which they have given to the Recipient, the Recipient shall upon the request of the Discloser enforce that undertaking.

6.
The obligations of confidentiality under this Agreement shall not apply to any part of the Confidential Information which:

(a)
was already in the public domain or which becomes so through no fault of the Recipient;

(b)
was already known to the Recipient prior to the receipt of such information;

(c)
was disclosed to the Recipient, in good faith, by a third party owing no duty of confidentiality to the Discloser in respect of such information;

(d)
is explicitly approved for release by the written authorisation of the Discloser; or

(e)
is required to be disclosed by law, regulatory or enforcement authority, stock exchange requirement or pursuant to a judicial order.

If the Recipient has an obligation to make any disclosure pursuant to sub-clause (e) above, the Recipient shall give the Discloser reasonable opportunity to review and comment on any such disclosure before it is made or issued and the approval of the Discloser shall be required for any specific references therein to the Discloser or its affairs (provided always that this shall not have the effect of preventing the Party making the disclosure from complying with its legal, regulatory, stock exchange or judicial obligations).

7. This Agreement shall expire three (3) years after the Effective Date. 

8.
Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement for whatever reason:

(a)
the Recipient shall immediately, upon the request of the Discloser, destroy or return (as the case may be) all the Confidential Information and any copies of that information to the Discloser;

(b)
the Recipient shall, within seven (7) days of the receipt of a written request from the Discloser to do so, provide to the Discloser a written statement signed by an officer or an authorised representative of the Recipient to the effect that upon the destruction or return (as the case may be) it has not knowingly retained in its possession or under its control, directly or indirectly, any Confidential Information or copies of the Confidential Information; and

(c)
the obligations of confidentiality under this Agreement shall continue for a period of three (3) years from the date of such expiration or termination, as the case may be.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Recipient may retain copies of the Discloser’s Confidential Information (i) that are “back-ups” stored on its IT systems during the normal backup process until the ordinary course deletion thereof, or (ii) to the extent necessary to comply with applicable laws.  The obligations of confidentiality set out in this Agreement shall continue to apply to such retained copies. 

9.
All rights, title and interest in the Confidential Information shall remain with the Discloser.  No license, whether express or implied, in the Confidential Information is granted to the Recipient other than to use the Confidential Information in the manner and to the extent authorised by this Agreement. 

10.
The Recipient acknowledges that the Discloser will be irreparably harmed by any breach by the Recipient of its obligations under this Agreement and that a remedy at law may be insufficient to protect the Discloser’s interest in the event of such breach. By reason thereof, the Recipient agrees that the Discloser shall be entitled, in addition to any other remedies it may have under this Agreement or otherwise, to preliminary and permanent injunctive and other equitable relief to prevent a breach or to curtail any breach or threatened breach of this Agreement by the Recipient.  The Recipient waives any right to challenge any such claim for equitable relief by the Discloser on the basis that an adequate remedy at law exists.

11.
The Discloser shall not be liable for any errors or omissions in the Confidential Information which is provided on an “as-is” basis.  The Discloser does not make any representations or warranties concerning the use of the Confidential Information, the results to be obtained from it, or the accuracy or completeness of the Confidential Information.  The Recipient should satisfy itself through independent inquiry and investigation with respect to these matters.

12.
This Agreement is governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China (“Hong Kong”).

Any dispute, controversy, difference or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement, including the existence, validity, interpretation, performance, breach or termination thereof or any dispute regarding non-contractual obligations arising out of or relating to it shall be referred to and finally resolved by arbitration administered by the Hong Kong International Arbitration Centre (“HKIAC”) under the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules (“Rules”) in force when the notice of arbitration is submitted, as modified by the HKIAC Procedures for the Administration of Arbitration under the Rules. The place of arbitration shall be in Hong Kong at the HKIAC. The number of arbitrator shall be one (1) and the appointing authority of the arbitrator shall be the HKIAC. The arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in English. The arbitral award shall be final, binding on the Parties and non-appealable to such extent permissible by law.

13.
Neither Party shall assign the rights, transfer, convey, license or otherwise dispose of, wholly or partially, the rights and obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other Party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. 

14.
This Agreement embodies the entire understanding between the Parties in relation to its subject matter and there are no promises, terms, conditions or obligations, oral or written, expressed or implied other than those contained in this Agreement.  No amendment or variation of this Agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the authorised representative of each of the Parties.  

15.
Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be sufficiently given if sent by facsimile, or registered post addressed to the principal or registered office of the Party to be served.  Any such notice shall be deemed to have been received and given at the time when in the ordinary course of transmission or mailing, it should have been delivered to the address or facsimile number to which it was sent.

16.
No failure or delay on the part of the Parties to exercise any rights, powers or remedies under this Agreement shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall any single or partial exercise by either Party of any rights, powers or remedies hereunder.  The rights, powers and remedies provided herein are cumulative and are not exclusive of any rights, powers or remedies provided by law independent of this Agreement.

17.
A person who is not a party to this Agreement shall have no rights under this Agreement to enforce any provisions of this Agreement, irrespective of whether or not a term of this Agreement confers or purports to confer a benefit on such person.  
18.
If any provisions of this Agreement are held to be illegal, invalid or unenforceable in any respect by a court or administrative body of competent jurisdiction, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect except for such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provisions which shall be deemed to be deleted herefrom.
